Guide to Transition Climate Loans

Terms of Reference

Overall Objective 

The intention is to produce guidance to create standardisation and transparency in loan markets, facilitating the flow of capital toward initiatives that support an inclusive and just global climate transition.
The new Guide will look to provide a voluntary, cross-jurisdictional approach for the use of sustainable loans in support of climate transition and propose a blueprint for the establishment of a new set of principles for a transition loan instrument. It will also seek to establish minimum/common requirements for what would constitute a credible transition loan instrument (whether on a syndicated or bilateral basis), which stakeholders can reference as a starting point for supporting the structuring of transition finance loans within demarcated parameters in order to accelerate the transformation of commitments into meaningful investments that drive sustainable progress towards a low-carbon economy.
The new Guide should be applicable globally, whilst acknowledging jurisdictional differences, and support regulatory/market transition pathways in place/coming into place.
